Pagar = To pay
Funcionar = To work/function
Ir =To go
Estar = To be
Quedarse = To stay
Tener = To have
Reservar = To reserve
Querer = To want
N.B Querer is a radical changing verb - this means it is regular but changes
slightly at the beginning e.g. I want = Quiero.

Quedarse is a reflexive verb — this means it is regular but you take the "se” off
the end and it goes at the beginning, in different forms for the different people
